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Sec. 4. Meetings 

ART. 22. T"ne University Council shall meet at such times as the 

President may detennine. However, he shall issue a call for a special 

meeting when requested by a majority vote of the Executive Committee or 

upon the written request of one-third of the members of the Council. 

ART. 23. Every member of the University Council shall be required 

to attend all its meetings but any member may beeccused from attendance 

for reasons his Dean or Director considers satisfactory; Provided, how­

~, That the members cf units or branches of the University situated 

over 100 kilometers from Quezon City shall not be expected to attend 

the meetings of the Council unless specifically directed to do so by 

the President. 

ART. 24. Members of the faculty who have to attend Council meet­

ings are authorized to assign some work their students need to do within 

the meeting time. 

ART. 25. A quorum of the University Council shall consist of se­

venty-five members. 

Sec. s. Amendment of By-Laws 

ART. 26. Save as to matters specifically provided for by law, 

tha provisions of this Chapter and ether by-laws of the University Coun­

cil may be amended at any regular meeting of theCbuncil by a unanimous 

vote of the members present; Provided, however, That in case a proposed 

amendment has been submitted to the Council at a previous meeting, or 

copies taereof have been furnished all the members of the Council at 

least three days in advance, such amendment shall take effect if approved 

during any meeting of tie Council by not less than three-fourths of all 

its members. 
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
