ART. 81, The Dean or Director shall notify the President of all

faculty meetings, furnishing him with their agenda.

ART. 82. There shall be in each college or school an Academic
Advisory Committee, consisting of not less than five members with the
Dean or Director as chairman. It shall be the duty of the Committee
to consider academic problems and suggest to the faculty proposals
affecting the curriculum, student academic progress, and other related
matters, The membership and size of the Committee shall be drawn from
the senior members of the faculty to be submitted to the President for

ART. 83, Save as this Code or any regulation may provide the
