ART. 156. Repeated reappointments to any non-regular position, 

no matter how many times made, shall not create any presumption of a 

right to another reappointment or to indefinite tenure.

ART. 157. All appointments to the academic staff shall be made 

strictly on the basis of merit. No religious test shall be applied, nor 

shall the· religious opinions or affiliations of the instructors of the 

University be a matter of examination or inquiry. (754th B/R, Jan. 20,

ART. 158. Members a the academic staff shall be exempt as such 

from any civil service examinations er regulations as a requisite to e.p-

pointment. (754th B/R, Jan. 20, 1967). 

ART. 159. Every recommendation to the Board of Regents for appoint­

ment or promotion shall be accompanied by a complete statement of the qua­

lifications, training, service record, publications er researches of the 

candidate and such other matters which may be called for by the rules of 

the University.**
